TRAVEL & ACCOMMODATION

· Representatives are responsible for making their own travel arrangements to the UK.

· Nearest airport – Manchester.

· Train station – Landudno Junction.

· BMC transfer arrangements – The BMC will collect guests on 7 May from Manchester Airport at 15:00 and Landudno Junction Train Station at 17:00.

· The event is highly subsidised by The BMC and there will be a nominal fee of £60/person to help offset the cost.  Accommodation will be on a full board basis.

· If your representatives need to obtain Entry Visas to the UK please confirm their names to the BMC as soon as possible as Visa processing is a very lengthy process.

· If the BMC do not receive the names by Friday 17 March 2006 it may mean non-attendance for your representatives.
